New Backstop on Varsity Field 
Many changes are taking 
place this year on the 
Estacada High School 
baseball field. One of the 
first projects taking place is 
the removal of the old 
backstop. 

ñThe old backstop was 
getting old and structurally 
unsafe.ò said Coach 
Carpenter. ñIt also was thick 
chain link which made it 
hard for spectators to see 
through and presented an 
eye soar on the field.ò 

The Plan is to place four 40 
foot telephone poles 

donated by PGE. Netting 
donated by our local golf 
course will provide as the 
backstop. ñThis will give 
our spectators a better 
view of the game and 
maximize the curb 
appeal. But most 
importantly,ò explained 
Coach Carpenter, ñIt will 
be a safe structure that 
will hopefully last us for 
years.ò

Our program's mission this year is to 
establish connections and get help 
from the community to make some 
desperately needed improvements to 
the baseball field. Our first priority is 
to re -establish the game of baseball 
for the young athletes and creating a 
field that can ignite this passion for 
the game can make a difference in so 
many lives. We hope that we can turn 
this field into a place that the whole 
community can be proud of and play a 

part in. Take a look at these goals and 
see if you can play a part in them.  

Project #1 ï Level the Outfield 

The most important improvement that 
must be made this year is leveling 
our field.  This fall we will be asking 

local contractors to come down to the 
baseball field and estimate a bid to bring left 
and center field level with our infield. We 
have already u nladed close to 2,000 cu.yds 
of dirt.  

Project #2 ï New Home Run Fence  

Efforts are already underway to rebuild the 
home run fence. Building a fence like the one 
in the picture is a great way to improve the 
program in so many ways. First, it makes 
the field look like a big league baseball field. 
Second, it generates a yearly income to help 
continue to improve the field and equipment. 
Third, the fence is a great opportunity to 
advertise and promote the businesses of 
Estacada Baseball supporters.  

 

 

 

 

Project #3  ï Irrigation 
System  

One of the major problems 
with Estacada facilities is the 
water and irrigation systems. 
Currently there are no ways to 
irrigate the sports fields  other 
than the labor and 
determination of volunteers to 
move sprinkler heads. In order 
for our baseball teams to be 
successful we need to keep the 
field playable year around. One 
of the most important goals of 
our "PROJECT REBUILD"  is 

installing a sprinkler system 
that covers the whole field. 
This fall I will be getting an 
estimate from a loca l 
landscaping business or 
plumbing company to see how 
much it would cost to install a 
irrigation system with timer on 
the varsity baseball field.
