
Rangers Get First League Win at North Marion

The last time Estacada had 

won a Capital Conference 

baseball game was May 4, 

2007. That nearly three-year 

streak of futility came to an 

end Wednesday when the 

Rangers beat conference 

leader North Marion 7-6 in 

Aurora.  

 

When Estacada senior reliever 

Kyle Gould got the final out 

with a strikeout, a wild 

celebration ensued.  

 

"It wasn't necessarily a dog 

pile, but the kids were jumping 

up and down and the parents 

were screaming," first-year 

Rangers coach Ryan 

Carpenter said. "It was a very 

big deal for our program."  

 

Since its previous Capital 

Conference victory, Estacada 

was 2-53 overall, beating 

Yamhill-Carlton in 2009 and 

Colton this season. Carpenter 

took over a program that he 

said "was pretty limited with 
numbers and baseball 

knowledge. The truth is, there 

was some foundation in place, 

and we had a really great 

group of kids wanting to learn 

baseball."  

 

Estacada was 0-6 during its 

first round of Capital games, 

but the Rangers weren't 

exactly hapless. They lost 

three games by three runs or 

fewer. In a 10-7 loss to 

Cascade on April 7, Estacada 

led 7-1 before caving.  

 

"Our problem has been 

throwing strikes and making 

silly mistakes. These kids had 

a 'Here we go again' 

mentality," he said. "We just 

didn't do the things to get over 

the hump and get the win."  

 
On Wednesday, Carpenter 

sent sophomore pitcher Travis 

Babikoff to the mound with a 

simple assignment: Throw 

strikes. Walks were hurting the 

Rangers, who are averaging 

eight a game. Babikoff came 

through, recording four walks and 

five strikeouts in 6 2/3 innings.  

 

In handing North Marion its first 

conference loss, Estacada never 

trailed. The Rangers scored the 
eventual winning run in the top of 

the seventh.  
 
What's next? Carpenter would like 

to win a few more games, enough 

that perhaps Estacada can get 

into fifth place and qualify for the 

Capital playoffs. Beyond this 

season, Carpenter would like to 

add a freshman team; Estacada is 

the only Capital school without 

one.  

 

"We're trying to do a complete 

overhaul of the program. We're 

assessing not by wins and losses, 

but by small victories," Carpenter 

said. "This obviously was a 

humongous victory for us."
