SUMMER BUILDING PROJECTS ON SCHEDULE

There will be several more
upgrades to the Baseball
facilities this summer.

During the month of August
the baseball program will
completely tear down the
outfield fence and till in the
existing outfield grass to make
room for over 5,000 cubic
yards of fill dirt to level the
outfield. Currently in left -
centerfield gap thereis a5
feet 2 inc h difference fromthe
homerun fence to home plate.
This summer the Ranger
Baseball Program plans to
bring in the fill dirt to level the
entire field.

Aside from leveling the fiel d
and planting new grass, the
Baseball programwill also be
adding two new features to

the complex.

The first major change will be

a brand eight foot plywood
homerun fence. The lumber
required to build this fence

Lumber (total donation over
$8,00 0). The advantage of the
new fence will be to help bring
in new revenue tot  he baseball
program.

The second major addition to
the field this summer will be

an in-ground irrigation system
to keep the field playable all
year around.

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program. This will help keep

the grass green and the weeds
down giving the enti  re facility
a much more first class look.

The Construc tion should begin
at the beginning of August and
be completed before
September.
